Like many greeting card companies Holy 

Mackerel is a family affair. The business 

is run with two sisters Sarah Hopkins and 

Katie Meeke at the helm since 2002 and 

2004 respectively. 
It’s an interesting name – where 

did it come from and what does it 

mean?(Laughs) We spent a night over a few 

glasses of wine thinking of all the mad 

names we could come up with. We wanted 

something that was vaguely relevant but 

that didn’t hem us into a corner. It was then 

a process of looking at the business names 

register and making sure it wasn’t already 

taken. We have a long history living near 

the sea, so something that had a marine 

connection suited us. Holy Mackerel was 

the chosen and it has the advantage of 

being very memorable. Every now and then 

we get an email asking if we sell frozen fi sh!

Do you design the cards-in 

house?We’re both keen photographers and use 

our own images in some of our ranges, 

but generally we publish on behalf of other 

artists, working very closely with them 

to design and develop their ranges. We 

are working with 10 different artists at 

the moment and each one has a distinct 

style or background from photography, 

decorative arts (collage based work), 

watercolours or polymer clay. Some of our 

artists have several ranges that can be 

Holy Mackerel:

massively diverse like Dog’s Life and Square 

Pegs – very different designs from World of 

Moose.
Tell us about your ranges

‘Cheers’ and ‘Venus’ are Erica Sturla’s 

funky polymer clay designs, from her “One 

Lump or Two” range, something for every 

occasion.‘Rock’ and ‘Excited’ come from our Born 

to be Wild range from World of Moose - we 

love them, and they make us laugh every 

time we see them.

Our contemporary cards include 

Minimiam (creators of the famous ‘Minimiam 

Food’ photographic cards collection).  

These cards have been a brilliant men’s 

range. They work because they are a bit 

masculine in a quirky way without resorting 

to images of a racecar or Spitfi re. The 

concept actually came from a French 

photographer who had been commissioned 

to do some work for the french newspaper, 

Le Monde. It started off with pictures of little 

people and food but extended into sports.

We also have World of Moose - the 

inventors of our ever-so-slightly insane 

Hecks and Dog’s Life ranges - among a 

variety of other talented artists. 

How do you create your product 

ranges?It’s quite hard to describe the creative 

process, but essentially we throw ideas 

around and consider the whole mix before 

fi ltering through to see what will work and
